Screening was Conclusive


If the screening concludes that the student requires only no-tech or low-tech intervention, the AAC Specialist will work to acquire equipment through AT/AAC inventory for a trial and then purchase it via SpEd or Low Incidence funds.

After CSP implementation period, the AAC team reconvenes to review outcomes. Are site resources enabling the student to communicate and participate fully in the curriculum?

AAC Specialist completes a screening including observations, consultation with team &  provides a screening report to the SLP. New referrals/screenings may be subject to a waitlist (based on assessment caseload at that time) but are generally completed in 30 days








If Site Resources are Truly Exhausted


Complete a Request for AAC Consult 








When the assessment begins, an Assessment Plan is signed. Comprehensive information is gathered by the SLP and AAC Specialist via testing, observation, and no-tech, low tech, and high tech methods are considered. 








Given approval by the funding source, the device arrives. This may take at least 6 weeks to several months.





If an SGD is recommended, devices that best meet the student’s needs are obtained for trial and the best match is trialed for one month. Team members agree on which device to obtain.








Need More Information


If the screening is inconclusive regarding the most appropriate AAC system for the student, an assessment is needed and the student is put on the Assessment Waitlist. The AAC Specialist will provide consultation to the site team while the student is waiting for their assessment





SGD Medical Necessity Report (for Medi-Cal, CCS, or private insurance) is submitted for funding.











The AAC Specialist helps the team to develop and implement an AAC Treatment Plan, including 


- Creation of a no-tech   


   communication system


- Consult regarding current   


   goals, as necessary 


- Training for SLP, 


   classroom staff & parent 


- Creating a Participation 


   Plan and Action Plans


If the AAC Specialist determines that the site team needs support, a block of hours for staff training (with and without the student present) will be documented in the IEP. AAC Services do not replace those of the site SLP.











If no-tech or low tech equipment is recommended, the AAC Specialist will work to acquire equipment through AT/AAC inventory for a trial and then purchase it via SpEd or Low Incidence funds.
